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Confederation College’s Early Childhood Education is a two-year diploma
program designed to give students a broad education in the theory of
Early Childhood Education, child development, early childhood
curriculum and pedagogy.

Canada. Graduates work in a variety of settings including infant, toddler and preschool
(including child care and nursery school) programs; before-and after-school programs,
kindergarten programs and primary grade classrooms; special education and
intervention programs; family supports; and other health care settings.
